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Research on the Legal Person Attribute of the Private Colleges and Universities
—The Innovation and Deficiency of the Classification of Legal Persons in the General Principles of Civil Law

Abstract: In law-based China, the development of any objective things needs to be carried out with the support of laws and

regulations.
