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Legal Issues of Global Marine Ecological Environment
Governance under BBNJ

Abstract: The protection of the marine ecological environment and biological resources in the areas be-
yond national jurisdiction has attracted increasing attention from the international community. To fill the gaps in
international legislation the United Nations has initiated negotiations on an international instrument for the
mechanism of biological diversity of areas beyond national jurisdiction ( BBNJ) to promote the conservation of
marine biodiversity. As an extension of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea ( UNCLOS) the
BBNJ mechanism should effectively adopt the ecosystem approach for marine management and be applied in
the marine ecological environment governance system. The BBNJ mechanism will become an important part in
global marine ecological environment governance which is of great significance for China to participate in
global marine ecological environment governance. In the process of participating in BBNJ agreement negotia—
tion China should pay attention to adopting global management mode to promote cooperation with coastal
countries and combine ecosystem approach with the concept of Maritime Community with a Shared Future. At
the same time attention should be paid to the construction of marine ecological environment detecting and in—
formation sharing mechanism to promote the establishment of international database.
